CHENNAI DISTRICT
DETAILS OF TSUNAMI AFFECTED FAMILIES & RELIEF
MEASURES

A massive earthquake occurred off Indonesia Coast at 6.20 A.M. on
26.12.2004 has induced Tsunami on the coastal areas of Chennai resulting in
colossal damage to properties and human life.

Immediately on receipt of information about the attack of tsunami on
the coastal aren of Chennai District, the Collector of Chennai visited the streteh
of coastal line situated in Fort- Tondiarpet and Mylapore Triplicane Taluk
jurisdiction. The residential areas situated on the costal line of the following
Villages were totally affected in the devastating tsunami attack.

Fort Tondiarpet Taluk : Tondiarpet Village

Mylapore-Triplicane Taluk : Mylapore Village
Urur Village
Thiruvanmiyur Village

Tahsildars with their staff
were posted at once in each
Govt, Hospital (i.e.)
Government General Hospital,
Govt, Stanley Hospital &
Royapettah Govt. Hospital and
they made all arrangements for

handing vver the dead bodies (o

the relatives and also rendered
medical relief to the injured
persons. Similarly , special
teams in the cadre of Deputy
Collectors were formed to
ascertain the damages to huts,
human life, cattle and the
loss/damage of catamarans
mechanized boats/and fishing
nets in the affected areas due to
this calamity.

The Corporation of Chennai on the other
hand established 25 relief camps in various
places in and around the atfected areas. Food
]'mr'lc ets and ather basic amenities were prov icled
by the Corporation of Chennai to the people |
stationed in the relief camps, The Medical teams
formed by the Commissioner, Corporation of
Chennai were giving adequate medical
treatment to the people.

Relief to Fishermen Families

The Government in their Order Ms. No.583, Revenue (NC.1II) Department:
dated: 31.12.2004 have sanctioned relief measure of Rs.2000/- as cash relief, 60 Kgs. of rice, 3
liters of kerosene, 1 sari, 1 dhoti and 2 bed-sheets to the each family of the Fishermen, who
actually lost their fishing implements and could not venture into sea due to the immediate shock
of tsunami attack. Though their house-holds have not been affected directly, their livelihood has
heen affected totally. In this regard the Assistant Director of Fisheries (Marine), Chennai has
reported the details of such families numbering 18,009, (The details are given in the
Annexure). The Officials of Fisheries Department and Revenue Department have jointly verified
the list of above beneficiaries and also they have been given the relief materials as stated above,

Monthly Relief Package to the affected families:

In GO.Ms.No.57 Revenue NC 11T Dated:4.2.2005, the Government have sanctioned
further relief assistance of Ks.1,000/- as Cash relief and other commodities such as 30 Kgs. of rice,
3 liters of kerosene, 2 liters of Palm oil, 2 Kgs. of Door Dahl, 100 grams of Turmeric Powder, One
Kg. Tamarind, One Kg. lodized Salt, 2 Kgs. Sugar, 200 Grams Tea Dust, 500 Grams Dry Chillies
and 300 Grams of Sambar Powder to all the 44,359 families of marine fishermen and others for
three months ie., from Feb., March and April,2005. As per this G.O. reliefl amount and other
commuaodities for the Month of Feb., 2005, March 2005 has been distributed to 43484 beneficiaries



For the month of April 2005 relief amount and other commodities has been issued to 43393
heneficiaries.

The Government in Order G.O M.s 320 Rev(Nelll) Dept Dated 25.5.05 extended the
relief package for the month of May also and the same was given to 43418 beneficiaries.

Relief to Additional Affected Families:-

In GO.Ms.No.120 Revenue NC 11 Dated:23.2,.2005, the Government have sanctioned
relief assistance of Rs.2,000/- Cash relief, One Sari, One Dhoti and Two Bed Sheets 60 Kgs.of Rice
and 3 Liters of Kerosene to 8,545 affected marine fishermen families and others. The cash relief

and other items have been distributed to all the beneficiaries,

Relief to Petty Traders:-

In GO.Ms.No.121 Revenue NC I Drated:23.2.2005, the Government have sanctioned
relicf package of Rs.2,000/- cach to the Mobile/Temporary Shop Owners and Pucca Shop owners
for the damages caused to their shops due to Tsunami. In respect of Chennal District 3,408 Petty
Traders were covered under this package and the relief amount has been distributed to all the
3408 petty traders.

Relief To Small Scale Industries:

The Government provided relief to the small scale industrial units affected be Tsunami
subject a ceiling of 35% of the amount required for revival with a maximum of Rs. 3,00,000/- per
unit, Accordingly a sum of Rs,1,65,965/- was received from commissioner of Industries towards

relief amount to the affected 6 SS1 units in Chennai District.

Concession for Re-Canalisation Of Couples who have undergone family
planning and have lost their children in Tsunami:

The government provided concession in G.O M.S no 30 dated 2.3.05 of H&FW to couples
to undergo re-canalisation if they have lost their children in tsunami. One lady namely
Ms Rajalakshmi had undergone re-canalisation in private hospital and asked reimbursement of
Rs 25,000 and the same has been recommended to the Government.



Other Relief Measures:

To alleviate the sufferings of tsunami affected families, particularly those of Fisherman
whaose boats and nets were damaged, the Government have ordered to give financial help to such
families for the replacement of nets and repair of hoats vide GO.Ms.No.576, Revenue
(NC.ITI(1)) Department: dated:28.12.2004. The Government have also issued orders to issue
duplicate School certificates without any fee to the members of such families in case they have
lost it in GO, (1D) No.2, School Education Department: dated: 01.01.2005. Similarly the
Government has also issued orders for providing School Uniforms and Text-Books and Note
Books to the Children of the affected families. Action has been taken by the Chief Educational
Officer to supply these items to the School Students. Similarly through the Social Welfare
Department, Rehabilitation Centres and other N.G.Os have been organized to extend their help
to the needy orphaned Children and the aged persons affected in the Tsunami. Also steps have
been taken to extend monthly pension to the destitute widows, destitutes, aged people under the

existing schemes of the Social Welfare department such as OAP.

In addition to the above relief measures, the Government have also ordered to construct
temporary sheds immediately beyond S00 meters from Sea level and to relocate the existing
slums affected in the Tsunami vide G.O.Ms.No.10), Revenue (NC.IIT) Department: dated:

06.01.2005 and orders have been passed to locate Government lands or even to purchase private

lands for constructing permanent houses to the Tsunami affected people in near future,

Tsunami Relief/ Rehabilitation through other Departments
The Government in LO.(ID)No.1, School Education ((2) Department Dated:

1.1.2005 have ordered to grant Note Books, Text Books and Two Sets of Uniforms to the Students
of Government / Government Aided School from Standard 1 to Standard XI1 who were affected
by Tsunami. Accordingly in Chennai District 46,322 Note Books 51,153 Text Books and 8687 Sets

of Uniforms were distributed to the Tsunami affected School Children,

The Government in their GO, (ID)No.2, School Education Department Dated: 1.1.2005
have ordered to issue duplicate certificate free of charges to students whao lost their certificate in
Tsunami in Chennai District. In Chennai District 9 Duplicate Certificates for Higher Secondary
Course and 4 Duplicate Certificates for the S.5.L.C., were issued through the Director of
Government Examination, Chennai,b.

The Government in their (). MS5.No.1, Higher Education (H1) Department,
Dated: 1.1.2005 have ordered to issue duplicate certificate free of charges to the
College/University Students who lost their certificates in Tsunami. A copy of the Government
Order has been sent to the Registrars of Anna University, LL'T., Chennai, University of Madras
and to the Directorate of Technical Education toissue duplicate certificate free of cost,



Educational Concession to Tsunami Affected Students:

The Government in G.O., Ms, No. 33, Higher Education (G. Department) dt, 2,205
have ordered that the Government will bear the tuition fees and special fees payable by the
students of Tsunami affected families for the period of 01.01.05 to end of the Academic Year 2005-
2006. In addition these students will be exempted from payvment of Exam Fees from March 2005
to March 2006. Based on the GeO the SC&CRA allotted Rs 50 Lakhs to Chennai District towards
payment to the Educational institutions. Approximately 60 colleges and 26 schools have sent their
Claim to the Collectorate. The approximate number of students benefiting under the G.O is 1004,
Out of this so far 35 institutions have been sanctioned Special Fees and Tuition Fees to the tune of
Rs. 31 lakhs for 533 students.

The Special Commissioner of Disabled, Chennai.6 in his D.O.Lr.No.13500/RD2/2004,
Dated: 3.1.2005 has stated that assistive devices [or the Tsunami injured / handicapped will be
issued through the District Rehabilitation Centre.  The Disabled Rehabilitation Officer,
Chennai.o was addressed to identify the Tsunami injured / handicapped and to issue assistive

devices. Accordingly the following assistive devices have been distributed to the handicapped.

1. Tricyele 25
2. Caliber 10
3. Wheel Chair (1]
4. Hearing Aid 15

ordered to sanction Rs.5 Lakhs to the Orphaned girls in age group of 0 to 18 who lost their parent
in Tsunami for starting any profession or for higher studies. In Chennai District there are nosuch

children who lost both their parents in Tsunami.

The Director of Social Welfare, Chennai.5 in his letier Roc, 59700/ WW1/4/2004, Dated:
6.1.2005 has stated that trained lecturers/ B.R.T. Educators are available for giving psychological
counselling to the Tsunami affected. On 24.1.2005 psychological counselling was given to the
Tsunami affected school children at St. Anthoniar Higher Secondary School. 30 Teachers from

8 schools participated in the counselling which was attended to by about 300 students. Also



counseling Tsunami affected people living in the coastal areas of Chennai District was given by
the Assistant District Programmer, Co-Coordinator, S.5.A., Chennai (Corporation of Chennai)

through the trained B.R.T, Educators

Meeting of District Level Tsunami Relief Committee

The Government in G.O.NLS.N.O 35 Rev (NCII) Dated 24..01.05 formed a District Level
Tsunami relief Committee to monitor the relief and rehabilitation works in the district and to give
suggestions to speed up the work. Based on the G.O the district administration has formed both
District and Ward level committee in Taluk for the above purpose. The Colleetor convened the
meeting of District Level Committee on 08-03-2005 and briefed about progress of the relief work
and also requested the members to give suggestion to quicken the process. The suggestions of the

members were taken into consideration.

Lok Adalat Public Grievance Meeting

The Distriet Legal Service Authority, Chennai - 104 conducted Tsunami affected peoples
Special Lok Adalat on 16.2.2005 at Chennai and passed orders for 151 persons. Out of the 151
persons, 23 persons have been awarded relief of Rs. 5000/ and for the others relief like
employment, Permanent Houses, Legal Heir Certificates ete., have been ordered. Action is being

taken for complying with the directions of the District Legal Services Authority, Chennai.

About 78760 petitions requesting for various types of relief due to Tsunami have been
received in this office. Several Teams were formed for verifying the above petitions. All the teams
have verified the applications door wise and now the applications were sorted out category wise as

per the request of the applicants,
